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S 
  till Hopes is a community, yet it is much more. Still Hopes is a family, where 
people hope and dream, a place where people prepare to go the way of all the 

earth, and yes, where they die. What we know here is that God is at the center of life, 
including our life together. It is here, through each other, that God works to make us into a 
true community of faith. When I came to Still Hopes as Chaplain on May 1, 2009, it was 
clear that a number of non-Episcopalians did not feel at home in worship in our chapel. 
Every effort has been made to change this, emphasizing that the Chapel is a house of prayer 
for all people and the number of non-Episcopalians participating in worship has increased.

Much of my ministry has been with the staff of Still Hopes where the work to affirm the 
worth of our entire staff has taken priority. We all understand that what we are about here 
is ministry to our residents, and to each other. Much of my ministry involves one-on-one 

with staff and residents. I work hard to provide good pastoral care to all, which is a tool to help bring God’s love to this 
place. Ultimately, we are called to a ministry of connecting God and people in the midst of their everyday lives. We strive 
to provide an environment where people can continue to grow as God intends, all the way to the end, which is the new 
beginning of the life to come which lies beyond the grave. We work to call 
out the best that is in each other.

Since coming to Still Hopes worship attendance is up, averaging about 
65 on Sunday. Giving is up, with gifts for the Chapel, the Chaplain’s 
Discretionary Fund, and the Altar Guild Memorial Fund. In late Decem-
ber we began a weekly Bible study. We offer a weekly healing service on 
Tuesdays. The Chapel Committee has been revived and is beginning to 
move forward. The Altar Guild continues to provide a superior level of 
service.

It is my hope and desire to exercise leadership which will support both 
residents and staff in spiritual growth which calls them into a ministry  
of servanthood both here at Still Hopes and out in the larger community. 
May God continue to bless our community of faith, using us for His glory 
and His kingdom.

A Word from the Chaplain
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T 
  he Still Hopes health care team has always strived to provide the best care possible. 
Health care employees are offered opportunities to grow and learn. This year more 

education was provided than ever before to increase knowledge and skills. In 2009 twenty-four 
nursing assistants and other staff were given the opportunity to take the CNA training class to 
obtain state certification. Next year a variety of training classes from customer service, infection 
control, to person-centered care will be offered. Additional training has resulted in greater staff 
satisfaction and lower staff turnover.

The interdisciplinary team of care has worked closely with the Medical Director to enhance 
Quality Assurance and Improvement activities. The staff track the number of unavoidable weight 
loss, pressure ulcers, falls and infections in our health care areas looking for trends and ways to 
improve. Still Hopes consistently has better outcomes than the state and national averages.

While we are proud of the care provided in all our health care areas, Still Hopes continues to operate under the old medical 
model of the 1960s, letting the regulations dictate what is done, when it is done, how it is done with the resident’s day being  
fit into a neat time schedule.

There is a better way to provide health care services based upon a movement started in the 1990s by a small group of 
prominent professionals who came together to advocate a person-centered care approach. Since that time, many approaches 
have been developed with the core values of choice, dignity, respect and self-determination. This approach is better known as 
“Culture Change.”

“Culture Change” is the common name for the transformation of older adult services, based on person-directed care and 
practices in which residents and those working with them are respected. Culture Change supports the creation of both long-  
and short-term living environments as well as community-based settings where both residents and their caregivers can express 
choice and practice self-determination in meaningful ways at every level of life on a daily basis. The ultimate vision is to create  
a culture of aging that is inclusive, life-affirming, satisfying, humane and meaningful.

Still Hopes has begun the culture change journey. Applying historically successful common sense approaches to living and caring 
for elders creates long-term care communities where elders chose to live their lives with staff who enjoy assisting them.

This is not an easy task nor can it be accomplished overnight. Change is never easily accepted but with training and compas
sionate leadership, Still Hopes will become a community where residents can continue to live and, most importantly, make their 
own choices and have more control over their daily lives in a place they can call “home.”

The Journey to Transformation
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Message from the Resident CouncilT 
  he Resident Council serves as the connecting link between residents, Administration, 
and the Board of Trustees. Residents of the apartments and cottages are represented by 

members elected in open residents’ meetings. Residents of the four health care units are represented 
by designated family members who meet with the Council monthly. These meetings are held to  
address concerns of residents voiced by their representatives and to hear responses from Adminis
tration and Department Directors. The cooperative spirit of all results in the solution of these con-
cerns and/or explanations of regulations governing operations.

Taking into consideration the economic situation faced by all in 2009, no new costly projects were 
undertaken; rather, time was spent reinforcing and expanding projects begun in former years.

We now have in place a First Responders Protocol to be followed when residents have minor acci-
dents or unexpected illness. Staff first responders will receive training in first aid and CPR, as well  

as training in the actions to be taken after the resident is secured.

With guidance from a professional wetlands specialist, a planting guide for the Perpetual Forest has been developed. This plan involves 
the transplanting of overgrown shrubs on campus to selected sites in the forest, as well as a listing of desired plants for the future to 
provide cover and food for birds and small wildlife. Plans for a butterfly garden are included and will be initiated in Spring of 2010.

The Art Committee installed permanent hangers along the walls of the corridor leading to the Marshall A. Shearouse Center for Well-
ness. They have had five displays, each being hung for two months.

Residents can now have a stipulated amount added to their monthly bills for the annual Employee Appreciation Gift distributed at 
Christmas. With a Council goal of $50,000 for 2009, I am happy to report this goal was met through gifts from residents, families  
and members of the Board of Trustees.

After much discussion, Council selected Harvest Hope Food Bank as a community service project to be presented to the general popu-
lation in January 2010. This will be the first campus-wide community service project in addition to small group projects.

Safety issues were recognized by the Council and corrected by staff – safety strips on outside steps, a new light by these steps, 
replacement of uneven decking, and the installation of a strap to assist in getting into the van used to transport residents to medical 
providers.

My term as Chair of this Council has been very rewarding in many ways. This year has given me a better appreciation of the multiple 
talents of residents and dedication of the staff, the opportunity to become better acquainted and interact with both groups, and  
reinforced the wisdom of making this my home.

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Health is the New WealthF 
  rom the 1962 will of Dr. Jane Bruce Guignard came 
the beginnings of an emphasis on wellness at Still 

Hopes. Dr. Guignard’s wish was to have a place such as the 
Marshall A. Shearouse Center for Wellness. Of course it wasn’t 
called wellness or fitness in her day, but Dr. Guignard’s charge 
was to encourage physical well-being for all residents at Still 
Hopes by means of a physical facility for that specific purpose.

The near future holds two very exciting and new wellness 
pathways for Still Hopes: brain fitness and spiritual wellness. 
Brain fitness training is an emerging science that the Wellness 
Program investigated in 2009. After much study and research, 
brain fitness training will be coming to campus in 2010. The 
Posit Science program will be invaluable to our residents and 
community members who wish to think faster, focus better, 
remember more, and improve driving skills. The chaplain and 
wellness director are collaborating on the spiritual dimension of 
wellness. Thus, next year’s theme will be expanding the focus of 
the program deeper into the dimensions of wellness.

Most residents who participate in exercise take the Senior Fitness 
Test every six months. After two years of testing, the data show 
that, although residents have aged two years, fitness measures 

have improved an average of 28%. This information is depicted 
on the chart on page 13. These results provide individuals with a 
concrete picture of physical strengths and weaknesses and his or 
her progress over time. Testing data also validate the success of 
Wellness programming and identify areas that require modifica-
tion or advancement. The generous gift of a rowing machine has 
proved popular, making possible a highly beneficial upper body 
cardiovascular workout.

The Wellness Program extended its reach through connections to 
the greater Columbia community in 2009. Ties were created and 
strengthened to benefit Still Hopes residents, community organi-
zations, scholarly research, and young students. Special projects 
pairing community and residents, offered opportunities to expand 
mentally, emotionally, and physically.

Other exciting news is the creation of an exercise room in the 
Rosalie Bomar Neighborhood with the addition of a Nu Step 
machine and other exercise equipment. Hip School, the twelve-
week exercise program for hip joint health, was featured on 
WACH TV. The Wellness Director presented “How to Create A 
Successful Wellness Program” at the AAHSA annual conference 
in Philadelphia.

Resident programming expanded into the greater Columbia 
community through special projects. Connections Through Light, 
an intergenerational photography project, paired residents and 
photography students from the University of South Carolina. 
Residents learned the art of photography and how to use digital 
cameras. A gallery showing of selected photographs was held at 
City Art and at Still Hopes.

Still Hopes was selected for the BGTime program which is a  
venture with USC, Benedict College, SC Educational Television, 
The State Newspaper and the Central Carolina Community 
Foundation. BGTime (Bridging Generations through Technology, 
Information, Media, and Engagement) is a three-year project 
pairing residents with college students to create content for the 
internet so that the stories and wisdom of older adults will not be 
lost in the digital age. Still Hopes was selected based on diversity 
of age, education and financial resources of our residents.

The Arnold School of Public Health again connected with the Wellness Program, 
offering two Stay in Balance courses and a Feldenkrais course for residents who 
wish to improve balance. The Exercise Science department assigned an intern for 
a semester and USC and Palmetto Health conducted a portion of the large Gait 
Study research project on campus.

The future is bright for wellness at Still Hopes. We continue to pioneer in wellness 
programming and with the introduction of brain fitness programs in 2010, we will 
continue to be leaders in the wellness field.

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Understanding Planned GiftsN 
  ot only can planned gifts be beneficial to Still Hopes, but they can also save you tax dollars through 
a charitable deduction and the avoidance of capital gains.

Consider one of the following options for a Planned Gift:

◆ A CHARITABLE REMAINDER UNITRUST allows one to make a substantial gift to Still Hopes 
and continue to receive income from the assets contributed. The gift is administered separately as a trust. You 
instruct the trustee to pay you or a designated person income for the duration of life. Once the life income pay-
ments terminate, Still Hopes receives the remainder of the assets in the trust. With the unitrust, the donor 
receives an annual fixed percentage of the fair market value of the trusts assets, as those assets are revalued 
annually.

◆ A CHARITABLE REMAINDER ANNUITY TRUST is similar to a charitable remainder unitrust 
except that it provides the life income beneficiary to receive an annually fixed dollar amount.

◆ A CHARITABLE LEAD TRUST allows one to pass significant assets on to younger family members 
with little or no gift or estate tax consequence. Money is transferred to a trustee who makes annual payments to 
Still Hopes for a specified number of years. At the end of that period of time, the remaining assets would go to a 
family member or to others.

◆ A LIFE INSURANCE GIFT can be made through an existing life insurance policy or by purchasing a 
new one. Still Hopes would be designated the beneficiary of the policy. At the time of death, the holder’s estate 
would receive a charitable deduction when the proceeds of the policy are paid to Still Hopes.

◆ A WILL could be constructed with Still Hopes being named as a beneficiary. Also, tax dollars could be 
saved if the estate is subject to federal estate tax. An outright bequest can be a designated amount or a percent-
age of the estate. Obviously there are several ways in which this may be structured. If one already has a valid, 
up-to-date will, an attorney can prepare a codicil to the will, naming Still Hopes as a beneficiary without having 
to redo the entire will.

This information represents only a few gifting methods. An accountant or attorney can provide exact information.
